Uniform Fire Code (Article 12, Division III, Section 13.30.I) Fire drills in Group E Occupancies shall be conducted in accordance with the following:

During each school year, elementary schools shall conduct emergency evacuation drills at least once each month during school sessions. The routine emergency evacuation drill for fire must be conducted at least every other evacuation drill.  A fire drill in secondary schools shall be conducted at least every two months, for a total of five (4) fire drills during the nine month school year. The first fire drill shall be conducted within the first 10 days of the school year and a fire drill shall be conducted within 10 school days after the beginning of the next calendar year for both elementary and secondary schools.  An exception may be made, subject to the approval of the local fire chief, to postpone a fire drill due to severe weather conditions.

Schools shall hold at least one drill for other emergencies during the school year.

Schools shall conduct at least one annual drill for school violence emergencies.  

Subject to Utah Administrative Codes R277-400-6: Emergency Preparedness Training and R227-400-7: Emergency Response Training.
